Christian Unity Now One of the Fastest Growing Mawents in Motorcycling

With the growth of Christian
clubs, associations and riding
groups, there was a great need
for bringing them together. In
the past, we had reported that
there were over 90 Christian
riding organizations, some
large and some small. Christian Motorcyclists Association is the largest group
with over 90,000 members. There was more striving amongst groups than
you would see in sectarian groups.

Although the Christian Unity movement which was underway last year
had a slow and shaky start, we are now seeing some things happening that
are positive:

1. Smaller groups and independents were eager to sign on and wear
the unity patches, while the sizable groups needed some time to !gure
out what it was going to be all about. Some of the larger groups are now
sporting the patches and getting involved with NCOM at the local levels and
coming to the NCOM Convention. This was a record year for the Christian
Unity meeting at the Convention. In the past, a few groups got together with
an attendance of about 50. This year there were over 170 in attendance
from about 27 different groups. This is roughly 1/3 of known Christian riding

groups. Over $2,000 was raised for Highside, the National Chaplain for Sons of
Silence M/C in that meeting. He was a former speaker at NCOM unity meetings in
the past. Comments about the workshops that were held were very positive, with
members going back and sharing information with their membership.

2. Since that time, groups have begun to pick up the vision and run with it. | am
now getting phone calls asking how they can help for next year’s Christian
Unity meeting at the NCOM Convention and they are asking questions about
getting people involved in the unity movement.

3. Relationships forged through the Christian Unity movement have brought
these groups together at events around the country. They are now joining
together to do things at events and sharing resources. They are now going
into new areas to spread not only the gospel, but to talk about NCOM and
how important it is to be involved and have a voice there. There are many
Christian groups that are becoming active with their local Confederation of
Clubs and Coalitions.

4. The one thing we have hoped for the most was that Christians would become
more politically aware and active. In the beginning there was a concern
that their 501-C3 tax status could be jeopardized, but they have learned
otherwise. We letthem know they are not endorsing any particular candidate,
only disseminating information more on a judicial level. How they vote is up
to themselves and not their groups.

5. | have been able to meet with some of the National Oflcers of some of the
groups and for the most part it has been a positive. They have questions of
course, but | am glad they are coming to me for an answer. In October, for
instance, | was asked to attend CMA's Leadership Conference. They asked
questions throughout the weekend with more to come. John Ogden, the
head of CMA has consented to speak at the upcoming NCOM Convention
in Charlotte, NC in May 2007. We are making great strides.

In summary, as far as NCOM goes, Christian Unity is one of its
fastest growing movements.
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A View From
the Founder

U-NI-TY -“Something that is wholly united and complete
within itself”, “a state or quality of general concord and mutual
understanding”. “The harmonious agreement of parts or
elements into one united whole”.

During the past 23 years | have dedicated my professional life
to bringing together one of the most divisive communities in this
country and the world, in order to solve mutual problems, counter
act government interference, and protect motorcycling as a sport
and lifestyle.

In the early years the effort was to form a base, and join
together attorneys throughout the USA and Canada that
represent motorcycle accident victims, and that were not only
the best litigators, but also cared deeply for their clients. These
attorneys ride and are willing to put part of their legal fees back
into motorcycling. Thus not only was a !nancial conduit created
to sponsor costly programs such as Aid to Injured Motorcyclists
(AIM) and The National Coalition of Motorcyclists (NCOM), but
also donate pro bono (free) legal time to The Confederation of
Clubs, Christian Unity, The National Sports Bike Association, and
The Clean and Sober Roundtable.

This allowed me to call together, in 1986, various movers and
shakers of the state motorcycle rights community and offer a
coming together of these groups as a national political force.
These forward thinking leaders put egos aside, the AIM attorneys
provided the funding, and The National Coalition of Motorcyclists
was formed. Over the past 20 plus years it has grown from a
dozen or so groups to over 1000. The original state motorcycle
rights organizations (SMRO’s) welcomed safety groups, touring
associations, trikers, clubs, P.A.C.’s, Christian organizations and
through the AIM, Independent Shop Program, over 5000 motorcycle
shop owners. NCOM through its Board of Directors and Legislative
Task Force does not tell any group what to do, but rather is there
to advise, provide help and become a political force working

towards the “freedom
of the road”.

The success
of this legislative
unity was noted by
some of the most
divisive elements
in our motorcycle
community - the
motorcycle clubs.
These fellow riders
were / are being
discriminated
against by private
establishments
open to the public,
and harassed to
the extreme, by our

government and

law enforcement.
However, bringing these folks together was totally another matter
(my wife thought | was crazy). Unlike the SMRO leaders this was
more than ego. This was not only dislike but past history, etc. With
much trepidation, a meeting was called in Southern California
(might as well be the hot spot of America).

It was explained that in my opinion, it was just a question of
time before our government would outlaw all patches, unless
differences could be put aside long enough to present to our
courts the patch holders problems. If the clubs could come
together | would provide the attorneys to help pro bono, a legal
coming together and through unity in 1988 a political force was
formed - The Confederation of Clubs.

There have been a few bumps in the road but there are now,
through the forward thinking and good works of the regional and
national leaders of these clubs, 52 Confederations in 33 states
and providence all autonomous but working together in unity. My
hat is off to all club presidents that realize the importance of this
movement.

The individual confederations took years and many trips, to
form on a state by state basis. The National Coalition of
Motorcyclists continued to grow and it's annual National
Convention attendance was also growing with all elements of the
national and international motorcycling community joining together

to !ght for our rights. At the convention in San Francisco in 2000,
various Christian groups had asked for a prayer meeting. After
the meeting | was approached by many attendees and thanked
for the meeting and was told how important this unity was. |
was amazed" The Past 15 years have been spent getting the
SMRO'’s and clubs together and | now Ind out the Christians
don't get along? After speaking with some of the presidents and
leaders, the idea of Christian Unity was formed, not another club
or association. Asimple free patch designating the person is part
of the Christian Coming Together and free access to attorneys
for legal assistance and NCOM for legislative protection. Anyone
can be part of this no matter if they ride with an association or
club, or are a christian independent. No dues, no rules just unity.
A Christian Unity meeting is held (with work shops) at each
NCOM Convention.

Works in progress are the Clean and Sober Roundtable- a
national coming together of these clubs and associations to
benelt their lifestyle, and use of the political force of NCOM.
Another project is to bring together black and other minority
motorcycle clubs. This Minority Reach-Out will have its meeting
at the upcoming NCOM convention.

The Independent Shops. Through a collective advertising
program AIM and NCOM hope to join together the 5,000-
member establishment as a uniled political force to !ght unfair
governmental regulation (read E.P.A.) and other interests of these
shops.

Finally, the National Sports Bike Association (NSBA). NCOM
is attempting to join together clubs, associations and individuals
that ride and have interest in protecting against governmental
interference, law enforcement prol!ling and other problems
with sport bike motorcycling. A free membership card, patch
and stickers, plus free counseling by attorneys for any legal
problems.

We can be a major political force" Our differences must be put
aside and instead, we must look at what we have in common.
My mentor and a giant in the motorcycle rights movement, Ron
Roloff told me that we all throw that leg over the motorcycle the
same way and have a deep love of freedom with that in common,
unity should bring us together.

The goal and purpose of NCOM is to assist all motorcycle organizations and
individual riders with legal, legislative and other motorcycling issues. The Coalition
will not dictate to any organization, but will be available to assist NCOM member
groups through such FREE services as legislative assistance, nationwide information
network, public awareness programs, safety projects, biker anti-discrimination legal
and legislative assistance, and other important programs and services.

A WORD FROM THE NATIONAL COORDINATOR FOR THE INDEPENDENT SHOP PROGRAM

Last year’s trip to Sturgis, working at the AIM/
NCOM building there on Main Street, visiting
the shops in South Dakota and in a few of the
surrounding states, was about the best few weeks
of my life. If it wasn't for everybody out there
everywhere riding motorcycles, you probably
would find me up in a tree with a chain saw. It's
great meeting all the new people and explaining
the AIM program - “Make sure you have an AIM
card in your pocket!”- while catching up to all
the decent people in all those motorcycle shops
that have the AIM display boxes. Why don't all
motorcycle shops have the AIM box on display?
Occasionally the answer is “Not enough room.”
What if a motorcycle related issue came before

the court and the judge said, “Sorry, we don't
have room for any biker cases today?” Another
answer is, “Sorry, | have an attorney friend that
will be offended to see that box in this shop.”
Every AIM attorney that settles a case through the
AIM program puts part of his fees back into the
AIM/NCOM program to help lobby and fight for all
bikers’ rights. An AIM attorney once said,

“If an attorney isn't fighting for bikers’ rights then
he isn’'t with us!” There are always exceptions to
the rule but that seems to be generally true. And
with our Aid to Injured Motorcyclists attorneys, you
not only are getting one attorney to represent you,
but an entire network of over 110 attorneys. Went
into one shop and the shop owner said he already

had a biker attorney friend and wasn't sure if he
would want the box there. | mentioned the local
attorney we have representing us in that area and
it was his friend! So he didn’'t have any problem
with having the box displayed. So, Thanks to
all the shops out there displaying the AIM box.
By displaying that box you are showing that you
support the fight for bikers’ rights everywhere.
We would hope that nobody would ever need

to call us, but that just isn’t the way it is as with
any recreation or lifestyle, there will always be a
certain degree of misfortune. So, keep the gas
caps pointed to the sky and ride safe!

A GLIMPSE INTO OUR FUTURE?

WHO
Wwants
Helmets

The World Health Organization (WHO), a specialized health
agency of the United Nations with 191 member states, is
stressing the need for mandatory helmet laws worldwide
and has published a road safety manual giving technical
advice to governments on how to assess current helmet
use and design programs to increase helmet wearing.

According to their estimates, motorcyclists account
for more than 50 percent of the 1.2 million killed in road
crashes every year, adding that the majority of those who
die or are disabled in motorcycle accidents are from low
and middle income nations, which is why the WHO s
intensifying efforts to support governments to increase
helmet use through their new publication — “Helmets: a
road safety manual for decision-makers and practitioners.”

The manual is a follow-up to the World Report on road
traflc injury prevention, published in 2004 by WHO and the
World Bank, which provided evidence that establishing and
enforcing mandatory helmet use is an effective intervention
for reducing injuries and fatalities among two-wheeler users.
The manual has been produced under the auspices of
the UN road safety collaboration, in collaboration with the
Global Road Safety Partnership, the FIA Foundation for the
Automobile and Society, and the World Bank, as one of a
series of documents that aim to provide practical advice on
implementing the recommendations of the World Report.

"We wantto make helmet use a high priority for national public
health systems,” says Dr. Anders Nordstrém, Acting Director-
General of WHO. “We need to stress not only the effectiveness
ofhelmetsin saving lives, butthe factthat helmet programs are
good value for money. Countries will recoup their investment
in these programs many times over through savings to their
health care systems, as well as savings to other sectors.”

Many countries have succeeded in raising rates of helmet
use through adopting laws that make helmet use compulsory,
enforcing these laws, and raising public awareness
about the laws, as well as the benelts of helmet use.

“The importance of increasing helmet use follows dramatic
growth inmotorization around the world, largely fromincreasing
use of motorized two-wheelers, particularly in Asian countries.
In China, for example, motorcycle ownership over the last
ten years has increased rapidly. In 2004 it was estimated
that more than 67 million motorcycles were registered in the
country, and approximately 25% of all road traflc deaths were
among motorcyclists and their passengers,” reports the WHO.

The manual willbeimplemented inanumber of countries over
the next two years, starting in the ASEAN region through the
Global Road Safety Partnership’s GRSl initiative, butextending
tocovercountriesfromAfrica, LatinAmericaandthe Middle East.

In addition to the publication of this manual, WHO has also
established a network of experts working to increase helmet
use, and supports helmet programs directly in its country
work on road safety.

PAKISTANI GOVERNMENT BANS MOTORCYCLE RENTALS

In order to control growing street crime in the former capital city of
Karachi, Pakistan, the Sindh government decided to ban all motorcycle
rental shops immediately.

Sindh Transport Minister, Muhammad Adil Siddiqui, ordered the
Home Secretary and national law enforcement to take stern action.
The minister said it was observed that anti-social elements were using
rented motorbikes in robberies and street crimes. He hoped that by
banning motorcycle rental, the cases of mobile phone snatching and
other crimes would decline.

Adil directed police to take stern action against the violators of traflc
rules and show no leniency.

CHINESE CITIES CONTINUE TO BAN
MOTORCYCLES China, the world's leading producer of
motorcycles with more than 13 million units manufactured
annually, has been systematically banning or limiting the
use of motorcycles. Most recently, the large Chinese city
of Guangzhou, formerly known as Canton, will join over
100 other cities in banning all motorized two-wheelers. As
of January 1, the city’s 260,000 registered motorcycles in
the city will be forced off the roads, as well as an additional
100,000 unregistered ones and 100,000 electric bicycles,
and tens of thousands of people who use the vehicles to
earn a living and make deliveries must turn them in for
scrap or move them out of the city.

After six decades of control, Communist oflcials are
accustomed to issuing sweeping draconian edicts such
as this, con!dent that they unfailingly act for the bene!t of
all citizens, while individual rights are ignored and citizens
simply must accept what the one-party state decides is
best and are helpless to act on their frustrations.

In 2002, Guangzhou shortened the service life of
motorbikes to 8 or 10 years from the previous 13 years,
and offered cash rewards to owners who discarded
their bikes before their “end of life” expired. The city
began phasing out motorcycles, leading up to a total
ban by 2007. But after motorcycle and scooter prices
plunged, throngs of residents eagerly turned to two-wheel
transportation, jamming up the roads, contributing to air
pollution and increasing snatch-and-run crimes committed
by motorcycle-riding thieves. Motorcycles were involved
in half of the city’s accidents last year.

Since 1994, cities like Shanghai, Tianjin and Nantong
have stopped issuing licenses to new motorcycles.
In Shanghai, many motorcycle shops were even
shut down recently. Motorcycles are not replacing
cars in Chinese cities, they are replacing bicycles
so whereas the environmental impact of a shift to
motorcycles in Western cities would lead to cleaner air,

PARISIAN BIKERS DECLAREDFILTHY The mayor
of Paris has been declared anti-motorcycle, as he and
his council have been plotting for years on how to get
rid of motorcycles in the French capital. Mayor Bertrand
Delanoe hasrecently beenquotedas stating; “motorcycles
pollute between 3 and 122 times more than cars™

In recognition of this he has decided that on high
pollution days, when cars can only come into the capital
city on alternate days (determined by the last digit of
their license plate - odd or even), that motorcycles will
need to follow the same rule. In the past, motorcycles
were exempt.

STAR WARS MEETS T-3 Remote speed control
technology, as recently featured in the Terminator 3movie,
iscoming nextyear to London. Using satellite positioning,
in conjunction with on-board electronics, would ensure
total compliance with speed limits and would reduce
injury accidents by 20%, according to a report issued
by the Institute of Transport Studies at Leeds University.

Atrial will be undertakenin 2007 with up to 20 vehicles.
The Leeds study suggests that the system could be
introduced initially on taxis, buses, and Greater London
Authority vehicles. Private motorists could be offered
concessions such as lower insurance premiums to !t
the technology.

AUSSIE BIKERS RIDE NUDE TO GET YOUR
ATTENTION? Now the Motorcycle Council of New
South Wales has your attention. Stripped for action,
the Australian bikers set out on their ‘now notice
us’ ride. Sick of being ignored by Sydney drivers,
motorcyclists are hitting back with a publicity campaign
featuring nude riders and the slogan: “Come on,
what do we have to do to get you to look twice?”

Photographs and a video being submitted
to television stations as a community service
announcement during Motorcycle Awareness Week,
Oct 28 - Nov 5, show motorcyclists riding naked
through the streets of Sydney, puzzling passers-by.

Guy Stanford, chairman of the MCC of NSW, said it
was a lighthearted approach to a serious issue. “We
hope that people have a good laugh at our expense
but also see how vulnerable motorcyclists can be on
the road and remember to look twice, particularly at
intersections,” he said.
